Hibamusic: What meaning do you give to your presence and participation in the festival of Fez?

Hibamusic: You recently participated in the Youth Forum of the third millennium. What is your view of the Moroccan youth?
Mr. Rouicha: I say and I keep repeating: "Our future is in the hands of our youth." But young people are not forgetting, our values ​​and religious identity. That said, young people will always need? Be assisted and supported by everyone: parents, government departments (Note: Ministry of Education), etc.. Otherwise, young people will be disappointed and without hope.
Hibamusic: What do you think of Moroccan music?
Mr. Rouicha: The modern Moroccan music is dead. My apologies to all artists. But where is the Moroccan music? N? Is there no? Institutes, training schools? Or were the composers who are missing? Music and other music khaliji light invade us every day, without that? We can respond.
Hibamusic: What to do?
Mr. Rouicha: We must regulate, it must have ministers responsible and involved. Moroccan artists are still struggling to have a status which ensures their dignity and basic rights (social security, retirement, etc.). How many? Artists in their days off were in? With total indifference. I cite only the most recent, Sidi Brahil Al Alami. C '? Is marginalization, see?' Humiliation. What is the law on the status of? Artist? When will she see the day? We need institutions, scholars of music. We don? Has never ceased to repeat that. Officials are deaf. We must put an end to corruption and cronyism.
Hibamusic: A rumor has been circulating for a long time about your opinion of the master Mohamed Abdelouhab?
Mr. Rouicha: It n? Is no more beautiful and sublime that? Man who measures his words before the vote. The Holy Qur'an says to? Also that? Information should be checked at the risk of harm to others. J? Have all the? Esteem, respect and consideration that this great man? Is Mohamed Abdlouhab.
Hibamusic: How did you start your music career?
Mr. Rouicha: My debut with? Art and music back to the sixties (specifically the? Year 1964). J? I started as an amateur in the RTM in the division Amazigh and Arabic. It was not until the? Year 1979 to be confirmed as a professional musician. L? Art, and music in particular, is a stressful job. But c? Is a responsibility that? Must assume.

Mr. Rouicha: Loutar instrument that is was threatened with extinction. It was used in Halka (our old theater, which I am proud). J? I wanted to save him and make him a musical instrument in its own Moroccan.
